He truly believes he's the good guy. He's still selfless -- he knows there's a good chance he won't survive to see 
everything Hydra is planning come to fruition and that's OK with him. The important thing for him is that his plans 
will outlive him, if necessary. But before anything else, he wants to kill the Red Skull. The Skull's terrorist methods 
will bring Hydra down, and it's necessary to replace him in the hierarchy with Baron Zemo. It's a pity we don't get to 
see Zemo's face behind the mask, when Rogers tells him that he is, in fact, a Hydra agent, and that he and Zemo were 
childhood friends during the dawn of WWII. He must be giving Rogers the mother of all side-eye when he explains 
this fantastic story.The Trial of Maria Hill is actually just one of the side plots in the book. Hill is not going down just 
for the Pleasant Hill fiasco, but other things as well, including the Superhero Registration Act. Hill is all hilarious 
bluster as she stands before a Senate panel and dares them fire her.Hill's Ends-Justifies-The-Means Worldview is seen 
again as SHIELD moves into the fictional country of Sokovia to prop up an evil dictator because he's being attacked 
by Hydra. (sound familiar?)
