Elverum's "We're
Wolf" is composed of atrilogy of adult fables about happiness, sadness and companionship drawn in a graceful,
languid style. The vibrant colors, rarely seen in comics, give the artwork a fantastic life on the page, and the story
announces Elverum as a major young talent.
