EERIE GOINGS ON IN THE LATE 60sBy Charlie GeeThis fourth volume in the 
Dark Horse series of the EERIE Archives brings you seven issues of macabre mayhem (Issues #16-22), originally 
released from 1968 to 1969. The good news for those of us who have been collecting these tomes is there is plenty of 
"new" gruesome fare to satisfy the midnight palate. The "bad" news is the book is riddled with omitted reprints from 
earlier issues of EERIE; hence, I think, the inclusion of seven issues as compensation. Plus, there are at least two 
stories I recognize from CREEPY: "The Squaw" in #19 and "H2O World" in #22. All in all, there are about 254 pages 
of great reading.Not to spoil all the surprises, here are a few highlights: an interesting interview with Al Williamson 
discussing his artistic craft, some memorable covers including one with a vampire studying a moldy corpse and one 
featuring three zombie heads, a two-page advertisement of those monster model kits we all used to collect, and some 
entertaining stories. The artwork is again presented in bold, crisp detail on sturdy pages, with a bit of beefcake and 
cheesecake thrown in for good measure. This volume also heralds the beginning of the Eerie Fan Club where stories 
and artwork from fans are included on the Eerie Fanfare pages.It's easy to understand why these archive books have 
been on the New York Times Bestseller List: not only are they a welcome trip down memory lane but they are also a 
testament to the talent of the people who created them, in a genre (horror comics) that hasn't always earned the 
accolades it deserves.
